Dog C-Reactive protein (CRP) is a pentameric serum protein belonging to the pentraxin
family that is comprised of five ~20 kDa subunits, two of which are glycosylated. It is a
positive acute phase reactant, the levels of which increase significantly in dogs (> 10-
fold) in response to inflammation, tissue injury or disease. CRP is purified at Life
Diagnostics by multiple affinity chromatography steps.
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! Lyophilized Dog CRP is stable for at least 3 weeks at room temperature.
