Acute phase dog serum

Serum amyloid A (SAA) is a positive acute phase reactant that is synthesized in the liver.
In many species, including dogs, serum levels increase significantly (>100-fold) in
response to inflammation, tissue injury or disease. SAA can be diluted from the urea
solution into non-urea buffers for use as assay controls and calibrators.
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
