Description Infliximab is a humanized antibody against tumor necrosis factor α TNF-α) that is used in the treatment of
Crohn's disease and rheumatoid arthritis.

Targets(IC ) TNF-α: None

In vitro To some of the polyclonally or antigen-specific-stimulated cell cultures, 1, 10 or 100 lg/ml of infiximab (MSD,
Whitehouse Station, NJ) was added at the time for T cell stimulation or 48 h after T cell stimulation. Consecutive
cell culture supernatants were collected and stored every 24 h or at the end of the cell culture. The T cell
proliferation was measured at the end of cell culture by pulsing the cells with 0.5 lCi of [3H] thymidine/well
(Amersham, Arlington Heights) for the last 8 h, and the incorporated radioactivity was analysed using a
scintillation counter.
